Advent - December

SOME, ADVENT IS FULL OF WONDER
AND CHRISTMAS CHEER. FOR OTHERS,
THE JOY OF THE SEASON IS

RELATIONSHIPS AND LOSS. WHEREVER
YOU FIND YOURSELF, JOIN US ON
WEDNESDAY EVENINGS AS WE SPEND
TIME PRAYING AND REFLECTING
THROUGH THE ADVENT SEASON: HOW
DOES PRAYER IMPACT OUR DAILY
LIVES? WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO
WELCOME GOD’S HOPE INTO OUR

ON SUNDAY MORNINGS, SCRIPTURE AND
FORMATION CLASSES CONTINUE WITH A FOCUS
ON “THE COMING OF GOD IN CHRIST.” At
the heart of Advent is a longing for God
to come into our hearts, our minds, and in
our time. It can be a personal longing as
well as a larger cultural longing. It has
also been a historic longing satisfied in
the birth of Jesus, the Christ—not just the
infant of Bethlehem, but the full person,
the Son of God. Perhaps the greatest
expression of this longing is the hymn,
“O Come, O Come, Emmanuel.” On
Sunday mornings in Advent, we will use
this hymn and its roots in the “O
Antiphons” as a way to study the
theology of Jesus — what theologians call
Christology. This involves a deeper
understanding than the historical Jesus,
for what we proclaim in our faith entails
not just history, but God'’s presence
breaking through to us now. We will
seek ways of understanding the meaning
of Jesus through the lens of prophetic
hope.
