First Reading 1 Samuel 3:1-10 (11-20)

A Reading from Samuel.

Now the boy Samuel was ministering to the LORD under Eli. The word of the LORD was rare in those days; visions were
not widespread.

At that time Eli, whose eyesight had begun to grow dim so that he could not see, was lying down in his room; the lamp
of God had not yet gone out, and Samuel was lying down in the temple of the LORD, where the ark of God was. Then
the LORD called, “Samuel! Samuel!” and he said, “Here | am!” and ran to Eli, and said, “Here | am, for you called me.”
But he said, “I did not call; lie down again.” So he went and lay down. The Lord called again, “Samuel!” Samuel got up
and went to Eli, and said, “Here | am, for you called me.” But he said, “| did not call, my son; lie down again.” Now
Samuel did not yet know the LORD, and the word of the LORD had not yet been revealed to him. The LORD called
Samuel again, a third time. And he got up and went to Eli, and said, “Here | am, for you called me.” Then Eli perceived
that the LORD was calling the boy. Therefore Eli said to Samuel, “Go, lie down; and if he calls you, you shall say,
‘Speak, LORD, for your servant is listening.” So Samuel went and lay down in his place.

Now the LORD came and stood there, calling as before, “Samuel! Samuel!” And Samuel said, “Speak, for your servant is
listening.” Then the LORD said to Samuel, “See, | am about to do something in Israel that will make both ears of anyone
who hears of it tingle. On that day | will fulfill against Eli all that | have spoken concerning his house, from beginning to
end. For | have told him that | am about to punish his house forever, for the iniquity that he knew, because his sons
were blaspheming God, and he did not restrain them. Therefore | swear to the house of Eli that the iniquity of Eli’s
house shall not be expiated by sacrifice or offering forever.”

Samuel lay there until morning; then he opened the doors of the house of the LORD. Samuel was afraid to tell the vision
to Eli. But Eli called Samuel and said, “Samuel, my son.” He said, “Here | am.” Eli said, “What was it that he told you?
Do not hide it from me. May God do so to you and more also, if you hide anything from me of all that he told you.” So
Samuel told him everything and hid nothing from him. Then he said, “It is the LORD; let him do what seems good to him.’

As Samuel grew up, the LORD was with him and let none of his words fall to the ground. And all Israel from Dan to Beer-
sheba knew that Samuel was a trustworthy prophet of the LORD.

A Reading from Corinthians.

“All things are lawful for me,” but not all things are beneficial. “All things are lawful for me,” but | will not be dominated by
anything. “Food is meant for the stomach and the stomach for food,” and God will destroy both one and the other. The
body is meant not for fornication but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. And God raised the Lord and will also raise
us by his power. Do you not know that your bodies are members of Christ? Should | therefore take the members of
Christ and make them members of a prostitute? Never! Do you not know that whoever is united to a prostitute becomes
one body with her? For it is said, “The two shall be one flesh.” But anyone united to the Lord becomes one spirit with
him.

Nicene Creed

But we rebelled against
you, and wandered far away; and yet, as a mother cares for her children, you would not forget us. Time and again you
called us to live in the fullness of your love.

To deliver us from the power of sin and death and to reveal the
riches of your grace, you looked with favor upon Mary, your willing servant, that she might conceive and bear a son,
Jesus the holy child of God. Living among us, Jesus loved us. He broke bread with outcasts and sinners, healed the
sick, and proclaimed good news to the poor. He yearned to draw all the world to himself yet we were heedless of his call
to walk in love. Then, the time came for him to complete upon the cross the sacrifice of his life, and to be glorified by
you.

On the night before he died for us, Jesus was at table with his friends. He took bread, gave thanks to you, broke it, and
gave it to them, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” As
supper was ending, Jesus took the cup of wine. Again, he gave thanks to you, gave it to them, and said, “Drink this, all
of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is poured out for you and for all for the forgiveness of sins.
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Now gathered at your table, O God of all creation, and remembering Christ, crucified and risen, who was and is and is
to come, we offer to you our gifts of bread and wine, and ourselves, a living sacrifice.

Pour out your Spirit upon these gifts that they may be the Body and Blood of Christ. Breathe your Spirit over the whole
earth and make us your new creation, the Body of Christ given for the world you have made.

In the fullness of time bring us, with all your saints, from every tribe and language and people and nation, to feast at the
banquet prepared from the foundation of the world.

Through Christ and with Christ and in Christ, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, to you be honor, glory, and praise, for ever
and ever.

Take them in remembrance that Christ died for you, and feed on him in your
hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

All are welcome to come forward for communion, including children. Please follow the ushers' guidance as you come to the rail.

If you would like to receive the wine by intinction (dipping the bread in the cup), keep the bread in your hands and wait for the communion server to
come to you.

If you would like to receive from the common cup (drinking from the cup directly), please consume the bread first and then make your way to the steps
at the end of the rail. A communion server will be there with the common cup.

If it is not your custom to receive communion, you are still welcome to come forward for a blessing. Simply cross your arms across your chest and the
minister will offer a prayer.

A priest is also available to provide prayers for healing in the back southwest corner of the church. Simply head to the back during communion
distribution and wait for your turn.
